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the school counselor and school counseling as a profession in
the eyes of our constituents. 

The Transforming School Counseling Initiative (1997), the
American School Counselor Association National Model ( 2 0 0 3 ) ,
and the Revised Michigan Comprehensive Guidance and
Counseling Pro g r a m (2005) have asked school counselors to
become leaders in using data to make decisions to improve stu-
dent success in schools. The exciting fact is that we don’t have to
do more or change what we do. What we need to do is convey
information in the way that is best heard by the person or persons
receiving it so that they understand and can use the information.
I firmly believe that in this day of economic and global uncer-
tainty the perceived truth of data is the way to communicate.

I hope you join me in communicating the strength the of our
profession and conveying the importance of school counseling
to the public. Again, as president-elect, I am honored to repre-
sent each and every school counselor in Michigan. I ask that you
help me help you in creating a strong professional presence
across the state.
